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During the last 57 years after independence, the country has do ne considerable progress but inter-district disparities are pers isting as a problem in

the development of the State. Even after, continuous efforts by State Govt., these disparities could not be tackled effectively . The Planning Department has been
preparing indicators of development since last many years. Thes e indicators point out the extent of inter-district, inter-divisi on and inter-state disparities which

can be useful for reducing the regional imbalance. Therefore, the process for preparing the fi rst Planning Atlas Haryana-2007 has been initiated on the basis of
latest available data relating to different indicators keeping in view the present level of develo pment of each district in the State and local needs which some
times decide the norm of development for the state as well as th e country. The Atlas has been prepared in three parts, which ar e as follows:

Part | : Maps and charts showing inter -s tate position of important indicators.

Part Il : Indicator-wise ranking of the divisions according to the level of development.

Part Il :  Maps and charts showing the classification of the districts on the basis of indicators of development.

The Atlas represents the Haryana’s position on important indicators of development among all the St ates of India. It is interes ting to discover that
the Haryana State has the second position in per capita income. In this Atlas, the comparative position of the four divisions o f Haryana based on important
indicators of development, some important maps and charts of the State relating to district-wise development position have also been designed. The maps and
charts given in the Atlas give a clear picture of the present level of development in the State. It is hoped that the informat ion given in the Atlas will be of great
help in identifying the main needs and shortc omings so as to enable us to arrive at a strategy for future development programme s. The development
departments of the State, policy makers, ed ucationists, researchers, administrators and planning personnel would also find it v ery useful.
